· STEP 2: DISCLOSURE OF THE THESIS TOPICS AND CALL FOR APPLICATIONS 


FROM JANUARY 21st 2019 TO MARCH 01st 2019
The thesis topics proposals will be sent to our Chinese partners so that the Chinese students can apply. They will be available on the CSC websites.

Chinese candidates must get in touch with the thesis supervisor in order to complete their application.
Application deadline: March 1st 2019
The application form must include the following documents:
· a detailed cv (with the level of English or French language – depending on the discipline);
· A copy of the passport
· a statement of purpose (in English or French);
· a signed cv of the thesis supervisor
· the research project (Thesis_Form_CSC) signed by the thesis supervisor;

· an acceptation letter signed by the ENS thesis supervisor and the head of the laboratory;
·  a pre acceptance letter signed by the ENS Ulm.
· STEP 3:  SELECTION - MARCH 2019
Mars 1st 2019 : Deadline for submission of application to the International Affairs office (dri@ens.fr) with a copy to the relevant doctoral school. Candidates must specify that they are candidates under the ENS-CSC specific agreement.

Incomplete applications will not be accepted.

The selection committee of the ENS ULM will draw up a list of candidatures, which will then be included in the common list of the ENS group.
Final selection procedure by an ad hoc committee of the four ENS, if the number of subjects/candidates exceeds 30. The list of candidates selected by the ENS will be communicated to the relevant doctoral schools.

The ENS Group will draw up a list of candidatures that will be send to the CSC by before March 20th 2019.
· STEP 4: FINAL SELECTION OF CANDIDATES BY CSC IN CHINA

II / ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
- The scholarship is for a maximum duration of 4 years. Its amount is 1200 € / month. Co-supervision and co-supervision of theses are preferred. In the case of a cotutelle, the scholarship is paid for periods when the Chinese doctoral student is in France.
· Candidates must be citizens and permanent residents of the People’s Republic of China at the time of the application and must not be currently working abroad.
· Successful candidates must return to China upon completion of their PhD studies or after a postdoctoral stay abroad (upon agreement by CSC) 

· Candidates must fulfill the general admission and selection requirements of ENS and doctoral studies department and obtain the agreement of the relevant doctoral school. They must have a good level in English or in French for candidates in social and humanities sciences.
· Candidates have to be accepted in a laboratory supervised by ENS Ulm.
